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Update on Habitat Restoration Program by Gerald Moore

Four of us, including John Shribbs and one of his students, have been spot spraying Roundup on Italian thistle
and hardinggrass in Shollenberger Park and Alman Marsh. By spot spraying, we identify an individual plant
and spray only that plant with our small, focused sprayer. To date, we have finished spraying in Alman Marsh
and are half done with Shollenberger Park. We have also removed all of the cardoon from Alman Marsh by a
technique of cutting the plant off near the ground and painting the stump(s) with a solution of 25 percent
Roundup using a one-inch paint brush. According to the California weed management people, this is the
definitive treatment for cardoon (and it is easy).

Last year, John Shribbs started a native plant nursery at Casa Grande High School, and they were able to grow
several thousand plants, mostly native grasses, including meadow barley and creeping wild rye. We have been
working with John to selectively plant these new species in areas near where we sprayed a weed. This is a
selective replacement experiment to see if the natives can take hold in the free space we created and compete
with the remaining noninvasive weeds in the area. So far, about 2,000 native grass, shrub, and flower plants
have been placed. John has some special dibbles that take the work out of putting in grass plants, thus the
process moves very quickly. The main idea is to get the new plants in now so they can use the wet ground to
establish themselves. We could use a few more volunteers on these restoration projects. If you have two to
three free weekend hours, contact us at 763-3577.

We staffed a table at the Wildlife and Bird Exposition held at Mare Island, providing
information about Shollenberger Park and the Petaluma Wetlands to members of the public. Additionally,
docents conducted bird tours at Shollenberger for 40 people, providing close-up views of a number of species
of migratory waterfowl.

New Migratory Bird Walks Provided to School Children by Bob Dyer

Our education programs provided services to more than 750 school children at Shollenberger Park last year.
Because of an ever-increasing demand, we decided to develop new activities that could be provided during the
January and February winter months during which we had previously offered limited services.

Since Shollenberger Park and Gray’s Ranch provide an important winter habitat for migratory birds to rest

and find food, docents fashioned activities relating to bird migration. A 40-minute PowerPoint presentation
was shown in elementary classrooms by docents Len Nelson and Kathleen Murry, followed by a 90-minute
walk at the park, led by teams of four docents and coordinated by Bob Dyer.

The purpose was to assist students to learn about the principles of migration and actually observe a number of
migratory species. Students used color placards to help identify the birds, learned how to use binoculars, and
used check-off lists to record the birds that were observed.



Although the weather can be challenging during this time of year, in-class and at-the-park services were
ultimately provided to more than 160 children. About 50 supporting teachers and adults accompanied the
children and were also able to witness the beauty of migratory ducks, shorebirds, and sparrows.
